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 The Eritrean Land and the People
Prior to the nineteenth century, people of the world cannot identify themselves as nations and could not demand any of their basic rights such as: national, self-rule, territorial state of their own (self-determination and sovereignty).  These was evidenced by invading nations in per suite of expanding their own imperial foot prints in Africa.  In 1881 which was the beginning of the nineteenth century the Europeans decided to scramble Africa and began invading and occupying its lands which are now recognized as territories in legal terms.  In 1884 to 1885 they agreed and created a manifesto to colonize Africa and they decided which European countries would get to own which parts of Africa.  The Medri-Bahri (which was the name given prior to be called Eritrea), was a victim of that Europeans colonial plots.
To understand the early history of Eritrea it is much better to begin from the 15th century up to the occupation by the Italians.  It is in these context you may find credible materials such as scholarly books that adds to your knowledge for learning the accurate history of Eritrea, its people and its land, which was used to be called Medri-Bahri or Maekelai Bahri  (“between the seas/rivers”) which means the land between the Red Sea and the Mereb river.  Another evidence to bring as a logical conclusion of the political or social context was the beginnings of the Eritrean and North-Ethiopian (Tigray) began with a “colonization” implicitly reflected the Zeitgeist of the period when Africa was nothing but a territory open to the European conquest.  
"Eritrea" is an ancient name, associated its ancient Greek form Erythraia, Ἐρυθραία, and its derived Latin form Erythræa. This name is based on the Greek name for the Red Sea, then called the Erythræan Sea, from the Greek for "red", ἐρυθρός, erythros that was the bases for naming Eritrea and the Eritrean people have accepted and adopted it. 
Regional Sameness (“Ethnicity”)
The Tigrayans have raised a question of  Sameness or “Ethniciticaly” based on their fabricated myth of a  bedside story of 3,000 years of worth of history in the past, therefore, they are claiming that we have a common nationality or cultural tradition, similarity of language as how it was explained: the people who lives in the North (without even been recognize us that we are the Eritreans but they called us anyway as (“Hamashen”).  This tragic belief in attitude of (Towelije/ we are from zeree Inda Hatsey Yohannes) has produced war and famine, deaths and hunger for all the people of Tigray. 
Now compared to the above story,  we are  telling them unequivocally that we were Eritreans before and we are Eritreans today and into the future.  Our modern history started with the first bloodshed occurred for the sole reason to the independence of the Nation of Eritrea from Ethiopian oppressors.   This led us toward 30 years of war with one hundred thousand fighters gave their lives and about half a million innocent civilian Eritrean death.  These were meant at least for the future assurance of a successful existence of today and the future of the Eritrean nation.  It hardly needs to be said that the legal status for the nation of Eritrea happened when the EPLF won the war they quickly start the processes of lobbing for a nationhood status at the United Nation Member States which was the touchstone of Eritrean life as an entirely the modern one and put rest the old one.  The nationhood status was eventually granted by the UN to Eritrea after each Eritrean citizen voted “yes for Eritrea’s independence” within that specific territorial boundary that the EPLF will be governing the country exclusively.
Agenda Item of Woyane against Eritrea

Most of those Tigrayans who seek to understand the Eritrean EPLF ideological territorial dimensions  have greater understanding about Eritrean identity and what our values are, and what they should not be; but many Tigrayans, even in the highest leadership positions, are unaware or insufficiently aware of the territorial dimensions.
